IMPORTANT CONSIDERATIONS

Limited Connectivity: French Guiana has limited options 

for international direct air connectivity.

Connecting Flights: Most delegates should anticipate one or 

more transit connections before reaching Cayenne (CAY).

Early Booking: Securing routes well in advance is essential 

due to high demand and limited seat capacity.
